The half-hour recital of sacred solo literature required for the Certificate of Church Music - Vocal 
Emphasis is above and beyond all other recital requirements for a degree program, and is prepared under 
the guidance of the applied teacher.  Repertoire for this recital is expected to be an outgrowth and direct 
result of the Survey of Sacred Solo Literature course.  Before giving the half-hour recital, a student must: 
 
  Have all repertoire selected for the recital approved in advance of the recital exam 
  by the Certificate of Church Music - Vocal Emphasis Committee. 
 
  Have passed his/her recital exam by a majority vote of the members of the Certificate 
  of Church Music - Vocal Emphasis Committee and the applied teacher. 
 
Transfer Credit: 
 
Decisions regarding the transfer credit toward the Certificate of Church Music - Vocal Emphasis will be 
made by the Certificate of Church Music - Vocal Emphasis Committee and the Undergraduate or 
Graduate Studies Office.
